In the “did you know"category—
The Southern Alberta Pioneers have
two separate and distinct Incorporat-
ed Societies. The Southern Alberta
Pioneers and their Descendants is a
Benevolent Society, Act Chapter 159
of the Revised Statutes Chapter S-18.
In addition,The Southern Alberta Pio-
neers Foundation, Act, R.S.A. 1980 is
a Charitable Society, pursuant to sec-
tion 149.1(1)(b) of the Income Act.

On July 1,1985, with the permis-
sion of the City of Calgary, the Pio-
neers transferred the property lease
to the Foundation, and on the same
date made out a bill of sale transfer-
ring ownership of the Memorial
Building to the Southern Alberta
Pioneers Foundation.

The lease is a renewal 20-year cer-
tificate signed October 24,1990,
expiring in October 2010. To
renew, an application letter is sent
to the City of Calgary six (6)
months prior to the expiration of
the term applying to the City for a
further twenty (20) year term.
